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It would be very helpful if you could bring the above supplies on registration day, 8:00 — 11:00 pm on Thursday
August 4, 2011. Some materials may need to be replenished during the school year and your child’s teacher
may request afew other items when school starts. We ask that your children not bring toys, gum, or candy to
school. We aso ask that your children not bring trapper keepers and school boxes because of limited storage
space.
